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WHO:
Fifteen 8th graders and fifteen 7th graders interested in public speaking
WHAT:
You will participate in two of three, all day (8:00am—7:00pm) Saturday tournaments:
· Blanchet: Dec. 11, 2010 (25 students/50 events) 8th & 7th grade
· Seattle Prep: Jan. 22, 2011 (20 students/40 events) 8th & 7th grade
· Eastside: Feb. 5, 2011 (40 students/40 events) 7th & 6th grade
TEAM:
Individual team members are selected based on the following priorities:

1. Registration/Parent Volunteer form is turned in to Mrs. Sturgeon by Sept. 29
2. Student delivers both speeches at our Speech Run Thru on Nov. 1 and:

a. An introduction is included (if required by the category)

b. Speech is within the allotted time (see attached “Speech Categories”)

c. Written speeches have been edited by an assigned editor

3. Student does not miss more than 1 practice before the Blanchet Tournament and will not miss more than 1 practice between the Blanchet and Prep Tournament
4. There is one parent coach/judge* for every three students to:

a. Coach at the weekly Monday practices

b. Judge at the Speech Tournaments
5. Prior St. Anne Speech Team experience/Lottery
*** If more than 15 students meet ALL of the above requirements, and we have enough coaches, we will make exceptions to the “15 student” limit***
COST: 
$40 per student. Fee includes registration and snacks for the tournaments, end of season party, and miscellaneous supplies and costs.
PARENTS: We need help in the following areas:

· Coaches/Judges* (5-7 per grade): Coach at the practices and judge at the tournaments

· Editors (5-7 per grade): Help students edit and prepare written speeches (via email, phone and/or in person) – please give students a three day turnaround for feedback
· Coordinate judges for the tournaments (2 total)
· Coordinate snacks for tournaments (4 total) – or purchase snacks and be reimbursed
· Coordinate End of Season party (need 3) – Order pizza & desserts, buy drinks/plates
Coaches are required to attend a 2 hour Safe Environment Program (SEP) training. See www.seattle.setanet.org for schedules (there is one at St. Anne Tuesday, Sept. 21 @ 6:30 pm).
AWARDS:
In addition to certificates of participation and trophies for placing 1st, 2nd or 3rd:
· Blanchet: $1,000 scholarships: 1st place winner in each Senior category (8th grade)
· Blanchet: $500 scholarships: 2nd place winner in each Senior category (8th grade)
· Prep: $1,000 scholarship: top male & female overall speaker in the Senior Division
We are delighted your child has chosen to participate in speech and we will do our best to coach and guide him/her to a positive experience at the tournaments.  However, this is not possible unless the students come prepared to practice. Speeches need to be written at home. Readings need to be selected, timed, cut down and edited. Please give your student support at home!
