SCIENCE: Grades K-6,

GRADES K – 2: CHEM “TOOBE” TICKLERS This is a beginning level chemistry class that explores the nature of water in 9 different hands-on lab activities.

GRADES 3 – 4: THE CHEMISTRY & MAGIC CLUB  Learn 12 exciting and safe chemistry experiments that all have a magical twist to them.

GRADES 5 – 6:  CHEM SCOUT This kit is an excellent overview of the world of chemistry and also perfectly supplements the Chemistry merit badge requirements for all those scouts out there.

MATH: Grades K-5,

Students at each grade level grouping will “build” a Math Tool Kit, focusing on a different math tool each week, including tools like a measuring tape, compass, protractor, calculator, and our Deck-A-Day cards.  Students get to bring their kits home at the end of the 4-week session.
